Charging battery

1. Connect the headphones to the power source using the mi-
croUSB cable supplied with the device*. The LED will turn red.

* Power adapter is not included. We recommend using a power
adapter with the following specifications: 5V, max. 1.0 A, for ex-
ample ELARI PowerPort.

2.When the battery is charged, the LED indicator will turn white.



Using the Product

Basic Functions

Turning on

Press and hold the (), button, until
you hear “Power on” notification, the
headphones will switch into Bluetooth
pairing mode afterwards. You will hear the
“Pairing” notification and the LED indicator
will blink white and red.

Voice Assistant

* ELARI Glooshi should
be connected to the
esxternal Bluetooth
device. This function

is not available in
headset mode.

Press and hold the () button for 2 seconds.

Pairing the
headphones with an
external Bluetooth
device

Open the Bluetooth menu on your device
and turn on the device search option.
Choose “ELARI Gnooshi” from the list
of identified Bluetooth devices. Upon
successful pairing, you will hear “Gnooshi
connected” notification and the LED
indicator will start flashing white once in
6 seconds.

Music Mode
Play music Briefly press the O button.
Pause Briefly press the ) button.
Next track Double press the «+» button.
Previous track Double press the «-» button.

Reduce volume

Press the «-» button with 1 second intervals
until you reach the desired volume level.
You will hear the sound cue when the
maximum volume level is reached.

Turning off Press and hold the () button for 5 seconds
until you hear the “Power off” notification.
LED indicator will blink red 3 times.

Reset «Turn off ELARI Gnooshi.

« Delete ELARI Gnooshi from the list of the
Bluetooth devices and turn off Bluetooth
on your smartphone.

«Press and hold the () button for 6 seconds,
until you hear the “Pairing” notification.

Increase volume

Press the «+» with 1 second intervals until
you reach the desired volume level. You
will hear the sound cue when the

minimum volume level is reached.

Headset Mode

Changing the language

Double press the () button when the
headphones are in pairing mode (LED
Indicator should blink white and red).
Short signal cue will indicate the language
change.

Answer call Briefly press the () button. You will hear
“Incoming call” notification.
End call Briefly press the () button.

Decline the call

Upon hearing “Incoming call” notification,
press and hold the () button for 2 seconds.

Redial the last number

Double press the () button.

Additional Features

Low battery You will hear «Low battery» notification,
LED indicator will blink red once in 5
seconds. The headphones will turn off in 3
minutes after low battery notification.

NOTE:

ELARI Gnooshi remembers previously connected devices.
When turned on, the headphones automatically connect to a
previously connected device providing the Bluetooth option is
on and the headphones are within range.

In order to save battery power, the headphones turn off
automatically if there is no pairing with any Bluetooth device
for 3 minutes.

Bluetooth pairing and signal transmission can be complicated
by the presence of barriers between paired devices. Wood,
metal and other materials can absorb or block the signal. For
the same reason the data transmission distance can be reduced.
The operating time of the device may vary depending on the
temperature or operating conditions.

Cushions Installation and Replacement

To make sure the headphones are comfortable for you and the
sound is clear, please make sure you choose cushions of the
right size. Try the different cushions on the headphones to find
out which size best suits you. To test whether you have chosen
the appropriate size, try saying something aloud. You should
hear your voice dimly.

1. To take a cushion off a headphone, gently pull the cushion
down, holding it on one side by one hand while holding the
headphone in the other.

IMPORTANT: When putting the cushion on, be careful not to
stretch it too much. It may tear.

2. Set the cushion in the fixing groove located at the bottom of
the headphone.

3. Do the same for the second headphone.

IMPORTANT: To keep your ears safe, please do not use
headphones without cushions.

Wearing Headphones

Put cushions of the right size on headphones. Put ELARI Gnooshi
into your ears, turning them left and right to make sure they are
comfortably placed in your ear canal.

ATTENTION: To prevent any damage to your hearing, please set
the sound level of the headphones at an average, comfortable
level. Before putting earphones on, lower the sound level on
your device and then, when the headphones are on, gradually
increase the sound level until it is comfortable for you.



Potential Failures and Troubleshooting

Are you encountering any difficulties while connecting or using

the headphones?

1. Make sure your headphones are charged. Charge headphones

before using them.

2. Make sure that the headphones and an external Bluetooth
devices are within 10 m of each other. The range may vary
depending on the environment. Obstacles and electromagnetic

interferences can affect performance.
3. Increase the sound level on your mobile device.

4. Try resetting headphones to default and reconnecting them

to any other mobile device.

Bluetooth device. Pair the headphones
with your mobile device again.

« Check on the screen of the mobile
device that the audio track is in
playback mode.

« Make sure that the headphones are
charged. Charge the headphones if
necessary.

« Check the volume on the head-
phones and on the mobile device.

« Check the Bluetooth pairing.

« Make sure that the battery of ELARI
Gnooshi is fully charged.

« Keep the minimum distance between
ELARI Gnooshi and your mobile device
(no more than 1 meter).

« Make sure you that the Bluetooth
mode on your mobile device is active
and the option “Visible to other
Bluetooth devices”is on.

« On your mobile device: turn off and
then turn on the Bluetooth option,
remove headphones from the list of
Bluetooth devices on the external

Poor quality of sound

« Make sure the headphones are
properly placed in your ears.

- Try selecting any other audio file.

« Connect headphones to another
mobile device.

« Place your mobile device away from
potential sources of interference and
closer to the headphones.

« Clean your headphones and cushions
(see the section “Care Instructions”).
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Poor sound quality
during an incoming /
outgoing call

« Check microphone access, ensure
you aren't covering the microphone
with your hand when talking.

« Check the volume level.

«If the sound is of a poor quality
during a call, check the GSM network
signal.

«If you are calling through a
messenger and the sound quality

is poor, make sure the WiFi signal is
strong.

« Wind may create a background
noise registered by a microphone.
« Try stopping the call and calling
back.

Headphones fall out of
your ears

«You should select cushions of a
proper size

- Make sure you are wearing the
headphones correctly

« Make sure the cushions are correctly
placed on headphones

Headphones get
heated during usage

«The headphones may get heated

if continuously used for a long time.

It is normal and shouldn't affect the
performance or service life of the
headphones.

« If the headphones get overheated or
become too hot to touch, you should
stop using them for a while. If the
headphones keep heating, you should
contact the ELARI Service Centre.

Battery discharge
period has decreased

« Effective battery charge may
decrease due to excessively low or
high surrounding temperature.

- Effective battery charge also
gradually decreases due to natural
wear and tear.

The sound played in
the headphones lags
behind a picture on
the screen or actions in
agame

Bluetooth audio devices buffer the
audio stream, which can lead to sound
lagging slightly behind a picture.

If you are unable to solve the problem by yourself, contact the
support service or the ELARI service centre.

Precautionary measures

1. The device shall only be used for its intended purpose and only
with compatible accessories.

2. You should not disassemble the device and make changes to
its design. Maintenance and repair of the device should only be
carried out in authorised service centres.

3. Do not use the headphones at high volume for a long time. To
avoid hearing loss, use headphones at an average volume level
that is comfortable for you. Reduce the volume level of the device
before putting on the headphones, then gradually increase the
volume of the signal to a comfortable level.

4. Use the headphones with caution when driving or performing
any other actions that require extra care and attention. For
instance, when riding a bike or moving along the highway or
railroad etc. Take your headphones off or adjust the sound volume
to ensure that you hear what is happening around you.

5. Do not turn on or use the device if it is damaged.

6. Do not leave the device near heat sources or in places where it is
exposed to direct sunlight, large amounts of dust, moisture, rain or
mechanical shocks, or in a car with the windows closed.

7. Do not use alcohol, gasoline or thinner to clean the case.

8. Before charging the device, make sure that the supply voltage
matches the operating voltage of the device.

9. In order to avoid damage to the unit’s power plug, do not apply
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too much force when connecting a charging cable.
10. If you do not plan to use the device for a long time, fully charge
the battery every 3 months to keep it working.

Care instructions

If the body of the device becomes dirty, gently wipe it with a dry
soft cotton cloth. Do not use alcohol, gasoline or thinner to clean the
device.
